Purpose
The African American Cultural Association (AACA) Scholarship was established in 2005 in honor of African Americans who came before us, who paved the way for opportunities and freedoms we now all enjoy.

Sponsorship
This program is made possible by investment of donations made through the AACA.  

Eligibility
This scholarship is offered to a Department of Defense (DoD) dependent (youth) affiliated with the city of San Antonio and its immediate surrounding areas who meet the following criteria: 

- Is a high school graduating senior

- Is an immediate dependent of a DoD employee, military Active Duty, Guard, Reservist or retired military member, federal civil service employee or DoD contractor 

- Is a well-rounded individual involved in school activities and community service

- Shows proof of full-time enrollment in a college or university at the time of scholarship payment (enrollment status must be determined and verified by the school; proof may be college/university transcripts, authenticated class schedules, or a written letter from the Dean or Registrar's Office)

AACA member distributions throughout the area
Packages must include: 

- A complete application form (may be typed); see attached
- A 600-800 word essay on the following topic: 
"Black Women in American History and Culture"  

The essay must:

- Be original and in the applicant's own words (do not use your name in the essay)

- Be double-spaced and typed in 10-pitch or word-processed in 12-font on               

   8 1/2" x 11" plain white paper.  

- Cite two credible sources (e.g., articles, books or other publications); document 
   them using Modern Language Association (MLA) or American Psychological 
   Association (APA) methods


- May not contain ghostwriters or plagerism

Deadline: 
Scholarship packages must be received (post-marked) no later than 1:00 p.m. on Wednesday,       1 February 2011.  Allow time for shipping, as packages received after the deadline may not be considered.

Judging Procedures
A panel will evaluate the applicant based on: 

A. The quality of the essay in terms of:  creative and compelling content as it applies to the essay theme; neatness, grammar, spelling and punctuation; and logical content flow.  
B. The applicant's "well-roundedness" as shown through the degree of involvement in academic, extracurricular and community service activities.   

The AACA will recognize and announce the scholarship recipients at the annual AACA Banquet held on Saturday, 25 February 26, 2012.  Recipients are encouraged to attend.  The AACA will provide the recipient's meal.  

Additional Information

Upon verification of college/university enrollment, scholarship payment will be made either directly to the college/university or to the recipient.   

All scholarships must be claimed NLT September 2012.  Unclaimed scholarships will be forfeited.

Essay Guide Format: 

The following is offered as a guide only--to serve as a potential way to organize your essay.  

1. Introduction:  Summarize the main point of your paper; grab the reader's attention and provide relevant background.  

2. Body:  Develop your view--as it relates to the stated theme. Write well-developed paragraphs to support your view and cite/document your references. 

Note:  You can define key terms in the introduction or body of the essay.  Define technical or ambiguous terms so their intended meaning is made clear.
Express and defend your thoughts with logic, supportable information and personal experience.   

3. Conclusion:  Restate your view and summarize the main points of your essay.  Aim to leave a lasting impression of your view with the reader.
